Dose half a bottle per
calf or large sheep or 2 — 4 bottles per head of cattle. (1 bottle = 750ml).

Protect this farm feed against rain. NPN is soluble and animals drinking such a solution could be poisoned.

Do not feed this farm feed indiscriminately with other NPN containing farm feed. Consult an animal scientist.
Adaption: When changing from a NPN-free meal to a NPN-containing meal it is advisable to feed a 50/50 mixture
over a period of 4 — 6 days.

FEEDING RECOMMENDATIONS:

After adaptation feed to lambs and ewes and/or rams at a rate of 300-500 g/head/day on lucerne pastures or at 500-
1000 g/head/day on harvested fields.
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
